Thank you for considering to join us. Here is some information to help you decide.

· Flights: You would fly into Quito, or Guayaquil, stay the night and then onto to Baltra Island the next on the first flight over. You would then catch the 2 pm boat to Isabela and arrive around 5 pm that day.  From the US to Quito or Quayaquil return, the flight is from $500-900. The return flight to the islands is $400. The boat ride is $60 return.

· Accommodation: We stay at small hotels along the beach which run from $11-$40 a night. They are all in walking distance from our clinics.

· Food: $3-$20 for a meal. We also cook as a team many nights.

· Currency: dollars

· VISA needed? No, not for less than 4 weeks.

· Isabela Island: beautiful, slow paced, sandy streets, a few restaurants and bars and small shops. We have Sunday’s off and arrange trips to see the amazing animals and scenery above and below the ocean!

· Communication: Phones and internet available.

· Goal: 400-500 animals.

· Supplies: Everyone carries down a box of 40lbs of supplies, we pack everything in that we need.

· Needed: Veterinarians, Animal Technicians and all round helpers. 25 people in total.

· Plan of Action: 3 teams, 2 stationary clinics and one mobile.
